Once we've received 
Christ, we are more than delighted to serve God, but we're 
still looking over our shoulder or out the corner of our eye 
to see who's watching. Yet, when one receives Jesus 
Christ, the opportunity is presented to develop a 
passionately, intimate relationship with Christ. Only such a 
relationship will cause us to desire nothing except to please 
Jesus. We desire that the one we love be indulged, affirmed 
and adored. We don't need affirmation from other people 
because we know that we have pleased God! 
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
