It is trusting that Jesus is
the author and the finisher of my faith. This brings me
into a deeper reality that grows over time. When you
follow Him, you don't try to save yourself.

The reason I don't book six months or two years out on
my travel schedule anymore is because I would miss things
God wants me to experience. Wayne trying to provide for
himself had over planned everything. If you want to grow
in trust, if you want that to be a reality that happens in you,
just follow His agenda.
